Royal Lepage: Helping the Earth and Partners

The office of Royal Lepage Carlton in
Humboldt is focused on cutting down
the waste that is produced by the
electronic devices that most of us use
everyday. Royal Lepage Carlton takes
in used electronics such as cell phones,
and also ink cartridges from laser or
inkjet printers.

Anyone can stop by the Royal Lepage
office to drop off any of their electronic
waste for recycling and the proceeds

that Royal Lepage collects go to
Partners for Rural Family Support.

The statistics surrounding this type of
waste is astounding. For instance, it
takes more than 10 centuries to
decompose the plastic that is used to
manufacture an inkjet -cartridge.
Canadians uses roughly 30 million
inkjet cartridges every year of which
only a very small amount is recycled
each year.
